As a Nacogdoches FFA Officer, you will be expected to be the leaders of our organization inside and outside of school. Being an officer takes dedication and hard work to be able to truly preside to the best of your abilities. For the upcoming 2009-2010 school year, there will be a demerit system in place to hold all officers accountable for their actions. If an officer receives 10 demerits, he/she will forfeit his or her office. 

As an officer, the FFA must be a main priority and it is expected that you will be in attendance at all FFA meetings, functions and fundraisers. Everyone else looks up to you, so lead by example. 

The following is a breakdown of the demerit system. This is not meant to discourage anyone, but it is to hold every officer the high standards which is required in order to be an FFA Officer. 

The following offenses are worth 5 demerits:

Missing monthly meetings (Unexcused)

Not participating in fundraisers

Not participating in the FFA Stew and Auction

The following offenses are worth 3 demerits:

Missing monthly meeting (Excused)

Not participating on an LDE team

Not participating on a CDE team

ANY discipline problems (write-ups) in school

The following offenses are worth 2 demerits:

Missing weekly officer meeting

Not wearing officer shirts on meeting days

Not having officer notebook at officer or chapter meeting
